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> 40 Years of Northern Scholarships

In 1979, Orano Canada established a scholarship program
to help northerners pursue post-secondary education.

Scholarships are offered each year to post-secondary
students from Saskatchewan’s Northern Administrative
District. Recipients are chosen by a selection committee
based on academic merit and the applicant’s potential
to contribute to northern communities or the uranium
mining industry.

Since the programbegan, Orano hasawarded scholarships
to 320 recipients for a total value of $1.8M. Many recipients
returned to their home communities after graduation to
apply their talent, skills and knowledge. Across the north,
there are teachers, nurses, social workers, skilled trades
people, technicians and many others who have received
support through the program.
